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Some months ago I shared a word about ñpulling up your tent pins.ò  I 

took this word from Exodus 14:15.  We read at the end of the verse two 

words: GO FORWARD.  These two words in Hebrew mean NAW-SHA 

which translates to ñpulling up tent pins.ò 

 

I believe it is time to move out of that place of unforgiveness, hurt 

feelings, laziness, etc. and allow God to move you to the next level of 

relationship.
