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Our Sound and Overhead Ministries here at 

Agape may be behind the scenes but they serve a 

very important purpose.  Lead by Bro. Steve 

Ventola, these two ministries work together to 

ensure that technical aspects of service run 

smoothly.  In order to gain a greater 

understanding of these ministries, we interviewed 

Bro. Steve.  

 

Q. When did the ministry start and how has it 

changed through the years? 

  

A. It started the day the church opened.  At that 

time we had three microphones and an eight 

channel board and no instruments.  As the church 

has grown we have increased to 13 microphones, 

10 instruments and a 48 channel board. 

 

Q. What makes these ministries so vital to Agape 

Worship Center? 

 

A. In the case of the Sound Ministry, everything 

has to be just right so worship can flow the way it 

should.  

 

As for the Overhead Ministry, it is a great 

blessing to be able to have the lyrics to our songs 

and also the scriptures up on the screen for people 

to follow. 

 

Q. It must be difficult to know when to adjust 

volume, whether it is in an instrument or 

microphone, while in use.  How do you know 

when the sound it just not right?  

 
A. If you listen carefully you can adjust the sound 

to get just the right blend. 

  

Q. When we have guest speakers and they bring 

music or instruments, what do you need to do to 

make it sound flawless?  

 

A. We try to get a sound check, but if thatôs not 

possible we try to make adjustments as quickly as 

we can as the music or instrument is playing. 

 

Q. What does it take to work the Overhead in 

such a timely fashion?  

 

A. It's not really that difficult if you have the 

song title, but if we donôt, then it gets 

tricky.  We then have to search various avenues 

in the database to retrieve what we 

need.  Scripture is much easier since it comes 

as soon as we enter the verse. 

 

Q. How does the church benefit from these 

ministries?  

 

A. We work on coordinating everything so that 

the worship is pleasing to the Lord.  Once this 

is achieved, the service is recorded in the Sound 

Room and reproduced in time for the 

parishioners to purchase a CD or a tape at their 

leisure. It also is used as a tool to minister to 

those who cannot attend services due to 

physical ailments.  

  
 

 

This ministry is managed so smoothly that most 

of the time we arenôt even aware of all of the 

hard work that is going on back in the Sound 

Room.  From keeping up with the song changes 

to the constant adjustments of the instruments, 

microphones & speakers, brother Steve and his 

team are actively involved from the beginning 

to the end of every service.
